Spectator/Bus Information 

 
LOCATION/DIRECTIONS: The Pike Performing Arts Center at Pike High School is located in 
northwest Indianapolis, approximately 3 blocks from Interstate 465 (the loop around 
Indianapolis). From I-465, take the 71st Street exit and turn east. Turn south (right) on 
Zionsville Road and continue to the bus entrance just south of the Pike Library. You will be 
met by security personnel who will direct your buses and trucks to the designated unloading 
areas. A map of the loading/unloading areas is included. 
 
Participants, staff, and chaperones will enter and exit the building at South Entry #8. 
Spectators will enter at the main Pike Performing Arts Center entrance. Buses will park in the 
south parking lot, and trucks will park in the west lot. 
 
PERFORMANCE LOCATIONS: Soloists will perform in the Studio Theater.  Univoice and 
Mixed Show Choirs will perform in the Main Auditorium. 
 
AWARDS LOCATIONS: Both Daytime and Finals awards ceremonies will be held in the Main 
Auditorium 
 
PHOTOGRAPHY: There is absolutely NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY OR VIDEOTAPING 
allowed at MusicFest. There will not be videos or photos available for purchase. Video 
viewing of your performance will take place immediately following your performance in the 
East or West Lecture Hall (D128). Your host will escort you and your choir to one of these 
rooms after your performance. 
 
ADMISSION: Admission price is $20 and is valid for all competition events (Children under 5 
admitted free). Wrist bands may be purchased at the Pike Performing Arts Center Box Office. 
Programs will be digital via a QR code posted throughout the building. Please encourage 
audience members to arrive early, as doors will be closed during each choir’s performance 
and spectators will not be permitted to enter the performance venue. 
 
OUTSTANDING PERFORMER: The preliminary competition includes an Outstanding 
Performer Award for all Show Choirs. An adult from your school (this MAY NOT be a director 
or other staff member) who knows the names of your performers is needed to assist our 
judge in identifying the name of the individual chosen as your show choir’s Outstanding 
Performer. We request that this be done in strict confidence. Your adult representative should 
meet your choir’s host in the warm-up room at the beginning of your designated warm-up 
time and will be escorted to the judge’s table in the balcony as the stage is being prepared for 
your choir’s performance.
